4. Practice vocabulary and word order in TPRS

5. Read Model Sentences p. 2-4 and circle them


	1. Writing topic: Everyone is doing something different in different parts of the house.  What is each person doing?
2. New Vocabulary: triclinium, hortus, culina, via, sedet, laborat, cubiculum, amicus, salutat, intrat
3. Read Model Sentences p. 5-6 and discuss Latine

4. Word Study p. 17: have students work through the word study and connect the English words to Latin.  Students must study the words in addition to vocabulary for Friday’s quiz.
	1. Writing topic: Everyone is doing something different in different parts of the house.  What is each person doing?

2. Review vocabulary:  Which words need more repetitions?  Those are the ones for practice today
3. Using outline of Roman house in room, have students move to the correct rooms and perform correct actions as rooms are called out
4. Students read  p. 7 “Cerberus” to selves, then to each other.  Follow with questioning.
